4  Memorize the Obligation, the Order of the Arrow Official Song, the Admonition, and know the
answers to “The Customs and Traditions of the Ordeal” in the OA Handbook.

Brotherhood. Write a letter expressing your feelings to the Chapter Secretary in which you:

«4 Describe how you have been fulfilling this Obligation in your Troop and in your daily life and how you
have used your understanding of the traditions of the Ordeal to aid in service.

+4 Describe the specific plans you have for rendering service to the lodging fulfillment of the new pledge you
expect to take.

The LOA Chapter Ordeal and Brotherhood ceremony will be held at Camp Kikthewenund during the weekend
of May 13-15, 2016. All Brotherhood candidates should check in at the dining hall no later than 6:00 PM on
Friday. The activities will end at approximately 10:00 AM on Sunday.

The fee for Brotherhood will be $50.00; however, if you attended the Lowaneu Allanque Chapter Ordeal
last year (2105), then your fee for Brotherhood will only be $25.00. The Brotherhood fee includes your
new Brotherhood Sash, Cracker Barrel Friday and Saturday night, all meals on Saturday, Sunday breakfast,
and 2016 annual dues.

An updated BSA Health Form, signed by a parent, is required for all attendees (Parts A & B only). Without a
signed health form, you will not be allowed to attend Ordeal weekend.
